The present age, in respect to the true church, terminates with the translation of the church into
the Lord’s presence. The doctrine of the translation of the church is one of the major
considerations of the Eschatology of the New Testament (John 14:1-3; 2 Thess. 2:1; 1 Thess.
4:13-18; 1 Cor. 1:8; 15:51-52; Phil. 3:20-21; 2 Cor. 5:1-9).

The third prevalent interpretation of the question of the time of the rapture in relation to the
tribulation period is the pretribulation interpretation, which holds that the church, the body of
Christ, in its entirety, will, by resurrection and translation, be removed from the earth before any
part of the seventieth week of Daniel begins.
